1. Opening remarks 

Dr Maurizio Peruzzini, the Coordinator of the working group, chaired the meeting which was held in the Lecture Theatre 1 of the recently inaugurated building hosting ICCOM CNR within the CNR Research Area in Sesto Fiorentino (Florence, Italy). 

Peruzzini delivered special thanks to the team members which took care, together with him, to prepare the AQUACHEM application positively evaluated by the reviewers of the European Commission. A special thank is delivered to Dr. Gonsalvi, who took care of the organization of the present meeting.

Peruzzini also briefly illustrates the reasons which led to the decision to organise the kick-off meeting (KOM) of the Marie Curie Research Training Network AQUACHEM together with the KOM of the COST D29 working group (Green Chemistry through Aqueous Organometallic Catalysis), which has started almost at the same time (October 2003) of this Network. Peruzzini reminds that four of the six current participants to the COST activity (CNR, CNRS, UAL, UD) are also partners of the AQUACHEM and a strong cooperation between the two activities can be envisaged with an evident benefit for the mutual scientific integration and for the possibility to expand the exchange programs of young scientists between partner laboratories participating in the two projects.

2. General discussion of the activity of the AQUACHEM consortium 

Peruzzini welcomes all meeting participants and reports on the status of the AQUACHEM network. In particular he brings to the attention of the participants the rules and obligations for all the partners. The Network web site and the Network page on the CORDIS web site are also presented and thanks are re-expressed to Drs Ienco and Gonsalvi for taking care of the web page organization and maintenance.

Peruzzini informs that the scientific person in charge from INEOS, Moscow, Russia, Prof. Elena Shubina, has not been able to participate to the meeting for personal reasons. The time-consuming procedures necessary to obtain an exit visa from the Italian Embassy in Moscow in time for the meeting did not allow the participation of other representatives of the INEOS team. 

The discussion is then organised in the form of a round-table with the following topics put on the agenda:

- The budget distribution. 

- The first year allocation for each partner laboratory

- The procedures for hiring ESR and ER researchers. In this regard, Gonsalvi invites the partners to send to him the information to be put on the web and illustrates a possible format for this advertisement and illustrative material. A special mention to the rules to be followed to hire ESR/ER researchers is done and emphasis is put to recall the equal gender opportunities inspiring the project.

- The possibility to share ESR or ER researchers in common project between two partner institutions. This will be particularly important because some partners have got recruitment grants not enough to cover a full doctorate course (< 36 months) or to stimulate the recruitment of good ER researchers (<12 months). 

- The secondment activity of ESR and ER researchers between the partner laboratories. Peruzzini stresses the fact that secondment activity directed towards the INEOS partner should be encouraged as, after the complete cut of the budget for the Russian  team this is the most important way to assure a concrete participation of INEOS scientists to the RTN activities. 

3. Future meetings.

The organization of future meetings of the AQUACHEM network is brought in the agenda by Peruzzini, who suggests to continue and reinforce, whenever possible, the strong scientific linkages with the COST scientific activities. In any case, the annual meeting of the AQUACHEM network should be attended by four of seven team leaders of the COST WG, a fact which will certainly help the integration between these teams in a common scientific research project dealing with the area of Green Chemistry. 

After a general discussion it is agreed that the annual meetings will be held in a period between the end of November and the end of January thus allowing a certain flexibility in matching the preparation of the annual reports. During the meeting, or even before it, the Coordinator and the Network Manager will take care to collect the scientific and the financial reports from each team leader. 

As it was agreed upon in the preparation of the proposal, the annual meetings will be held as in the following tentative list:

The second and fourth annual meetings should take the layout of enlarged meetings corresponding to the first two AQUACHEM workshops as indicated in the Annex. These should represent small conferences (< 100 participants) in the area of Green Chemistry through Aqueous Organometallic Chemistry and Catalysis and should be extended to both expert scientists and interested young researchers in this area of chemical science. Prof. Lledos will set up the organisation of the first meeting and will prepare, together with the other partners, the application for the AQUACHEM workshop series.

4. Scientific presentations.

After the general discussion each team leader gave a presentation of the research programs activated in his/her laboratory putting emphasis on the target of the research project, i.e. Transition Metal Chemistry and Catalysis in Aqueous Media, and highlighting the research areas capable of fostering possible collaborations. A short presentation of the expertises available in each partner institution and of the less common instruments and techniques which could be used for enforcing joint research activities is also provided.

The scientific presentations were all of high level and attracted a large interest The research programs presented during the lectures well integrates with those given by the COST scientists. This fact may be interpreted as a robust and reliable indicator of the concrete practicability of the way bringing to true joint activities between the scientifically homogeneous COST and AQUACHEM activities and, henceforth, the feasibility to set up the foundations of a true-working enlarged network of laboratories active in the field of Green Chemistry. 

The programme of the joint KOMs meeting is enclosed to this minute.

5. Adjournment.

The meeting was adjourned at 16 hrs on February 13, 2004. Thanks were expressed to Drs Peruzzini and Gonsalvi for the organization of the joint COST/AQUACHEM KOM meetings and for their kind hospitality in Florence.
