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1. Opening remarks 

Prof. Armando Pombeiro, the Organizer, opened the Meeting by addressing, on behalf of the President of the Academy of Sciences, Prof. Toscano Rico, welcoming words to all the participants. He also conveyed the greetings from Prof. Ramôa Ribeiro, the President of the Foundation for Science and Technology, the national board for planning and financing research in Portugal.

He then acknowledged all those who have made possible this event: 

- (i) The attendants for bringing and sharing their knowledge at the Academy, a particularly adequate institution to host this Meeting devoted to the so beneficial water (aqueous chemistry), as shown by the motto that guided it since its foundation in 1779, nisi utile est quod facimus stulta est gloria (if what we do is not useful, vain is the glory);

- (ii) The other members of the Administrative Council of the Academy for approving and supporting the proposal to host this initiative and providing the premises;

- (iii) The other members, listed above, of the Organizing Committee, namely Engª Elisabete Alegria, the Meeting Manager, for all the efforts they have devoted to the local organization of the Meeting;

- (iv) The other institutions that supported the Meeting, in particular the Câmara Municipal de Lisboa (Town Hall) and the Complexo I, at the Instituto Superior Técnico, where the Meeting should be continued on the following morning;

- (v) The Network Coordinator, Dr. M. Peruzzini and the Network Manager, Dr. L. Gonsalvi, for their kind support in dealing with all the matters concerning the Network.

Prof. Pombeiro then invited Dr. Maurizio Peruzzini for a general presentation of the AQUACHEM project and chairing the following discussion.

2. General discussion of the activity of the AQUACHEM consortium 

Dr. Peruzzini welcomes all meeting participants and reports on the status of the AQUACHEM network. In particular he brings to the attention of the participants the rules and obligations for all the partners. The up-dated Network web site and the Network page on the CORDIS web site are also presented and thanks are re-expressed to Drs Ienco and Gonsalvi (ICCOM, CNR, Florence) for taking care of the web page organization and maintenance.

The discussion was then organised in the form of three round-tables (see the Programme), one at the beginning of the Meeting and the other two at the end of the scientific sessions of each day. The following topics were put on the agenda:

- The budget distribution. 

- The first and second year allocation for each partner laboratory

- The procedures for hiring ESR and ER researchers. In this regard, Dr Gonsalvi invites the partners to send him all the necessary information to be put on the AQUACHEM web page and illustrates a possible format for this advertisement and illustrative material. A special mention to the rules to be followed to hire ESR/ER researchers is done and emphasis is put to recall the equal gender opportunities inspiring the project and the rules governing the possibility within the 6th RFP MC-RTN programs to recruit non-EC ESR/ER researchers.

- The possibility to share ESR or ER researchers in common project between two partner institutions. This will be particularly important because some partners have got recruitment grants not enough to cover a full doctorate course (< 36 months) or to stimulate the recruitment of good ER researchers (<12 months). 

- The secondment activity of ESR and ER researchers between the partner laboratories. Peruzzini stresses the fact that secondment activity directed towards the INEOS partner should be encouraged as, after the complete cut of the budget for the Russian team this is the most important way to assure a concrete participation of INEOS scientists to the RTN activities. 

The presentation of a formal secondment plan for all the recruited ESR/ER researchers was requested by the Coordinator to all the partners.

- The discussion of the problems encountered by some of the partners in finding suitable ESR/ER candidates from EC and associated countries. It was pointed out that most of the application to the opened positions came from non-EC countries, particularly from India and China, and that a few partners have found some problems in getting application for the available and advertised positions. 

- In view of the rules of the MC-RTN projects in the 6th RFP, it was recapitulated the different categories forming the eligible costs for the activities carried out by the ESR/ER researchers and all the partners were invited to strictly conform to these rules, particularly to accomplish the payment of the sums specifically allocated to the category “Career Exploratory Allowances” for ESR/ER fellows. The Network Manager and the Coordinator illustrated which costs could be covered by this category.

- The Coordinator showed also by a ppt presentation the matching or less of the scientific deliverables with those indicated in the Annex I and insisted on the importance to orient the activities of each team to fulfil the scientific and ToK deliverables listed in Annex I of the contract.

- Dr. Gonsalvi collected the Audit certifications and the Financial Statements from the partners.

3. Future meetings.

It was agreed that the next annual meeting will be held in Almería, to be organized by Prof. A. Romerosa, in a period between the end of November 2005 and the end of January 2006. During the meeting, or even before it, the Coordinator and the Network Manager will take care to collect the scientific and the financial reports from each team leader. 

This second annual meeting, as well as the fourth one (at the end of 2007/beginning of 2008, to be organized by Prof. R. Poli and Dr. A.-M. Caminade in Toulouse, France), should take the layout of enlarged meetings corresponding to the first two AQUACHEM workshops as indicated in the Annex. As previously agreed, these should represent small conferences (< 100 participants) in the area of Green Chemistry through Aqueous Organometallic Chemistry and Catalysis and should be extended to both expert scientists and interested young researchers in this emerging area of chemical science. 

The third annual meeting will be organized, as planned, by Prof. F. Joo, at Debrecen (end of 2006/beginning of 2007) or in another location in Hungary (likely, Budapest).

4. Scientific presentations.

The scientific presentations, attended by 55 active participants (see above), closely, followed the Programme given below. Usually each team leader gave an overall presentation of the research undertaken in his/her laboratory within the AQUACHEM project, and highlighted the topics capable of fostering possible collaborations. The group leader's presentation was followed by others delivered by the recruited ESR/ER AQUACHEM researchers and other researchers of the team.

The scientific presentations were all of high level and attracted a large interest. Remarkably, all the ESR/ER researchers gave a short oral presentation of the work accomplished under the AQUACHEM contract and illustrated the future development of the running projects. The Chairman in charge of the Scientific Sessions stimulated discussions and questions at the end of each scientific presentation, particularly of those presented by the young researchers.

5. Adjournment.

The scientific part of the meeting was adjourned at mid-day on February 5, 2005. Thanks were warmly expressed by all the participants to Prof. Pombeiro and his team for the organization of the meeting, for the friendly atmosphere provide and for their kind hospitality in Lisbon, and also to Drs. Peruzzini and Gonsalvi and their staff in Florence for taking so proper care of the coordination and management of the AQUACHEM Network.

Prof. Pombeiro acknowledged the presence and active participation of all the other attendants and expressed his believe that the meeting had contributed to the establishment of closer scientific and friendly ties towards the development of fruitful collaborations. He then invited all the participants for the social program that followed along the afternoon and night and that helped the network participants to socialize and to start a sound multilateral interaction.

On request of Dr Peruzzini, Prof Pombeiro the host of the meeting was invited to prepare the minute of the first year meeting.
